Multi-Theme Option

1. This contest is open only to Florida’s public schools. All grade levels may participate. The prizes will be awarded to the best video regardless of grade level.

2. The video must be between 1 to 3 minutes long. (At least 1 minutes, but no longer than 3 minutes.)
3. A choice of one of three themes will be the focus of this year’s contest:

· “What Public Schools Have Done for Me!”
· “Public Schools—Reaching for the Future!”
· “What’s Super about Public Schools!”
4. Video DVD format.

5. Each district determines the top two videos to be submitted to the FSBA’s statewide competition.  

6. Entries must be postmarked by Monday, May 7, 2012 and sent to:

7. The 1st prize will be $5000.00; the 2nd prize $2500.00; and the 3rd prize will be $1000.00. The winners will be announced and the videos will be shown at the June 14, 2012 FSBA/FADSS Spring Conference in Tampa, Florida. The prize money will be awarded to the schools at the conference. It is our hope that the prize money will support the schools and their TV/Video production programs. 

A release is required from everyone featured in the video, as well as, those involved in the production of the video. This authorization assures that those involved know that the video may be shown publicly without further consent required.  There is no compensation for either appearing in or producing the video.  (This release prerequisite is not necessary for crowd shots.) 

The release(s) must accompany both the submission form and video. It must be signed by the participant, and if the participant/student is a minor it must be signed by the student’s parent/guardian. The school district submitting the video may use its district’s standard release form for this purpose. Please be sure that the release covers internet usage.
8. All entries must be in video DVD format, and once submitted the entrants grant to the contest organizers an irrevocable license to copy, edit, distribute, display and make other such uses as they wish at their discretion and in any format or medium. Keep in mind that all material must be original content created by the school. No copyrighted materials from outside sources will be allowed.
9. All school credits should be shown at the end of the video.
    10. Judging will be done by independent media professionals.
