(Adopted 2/5/10)

Revenue & Expenditure Caps (TABOR)
The Florida Association of Counties, The Florida League of Cities, and the Florida School Boards Association OPPOSE legislative or constitutional efforts to impose revenue and expenditure limits on local governments, such as Colorado’s failed TABOR gimmick.

Unfunded Madates
The Florida Association of Counties, The Florida League of Cities, and the Florida School Boards Association SUPPORT legislative efforts to eliminate unfunded mandates on local governments, including an amendment to Florida’s constitution that would provide meaningful enhancements to the existing unfunded mandates provision, including, but not limited to:
	•	Eliminate exemptions from unfunded mandate scrutiny;
	•	Provide greater public notice, legislative scrutiny, and fiscal information; 
	•	Enhance accountability and transparency;
•	Preserve self-determination and local fiscal stewardship;
•	Provide a process to resolve conflicts and disputes; and
•	Require legislative support through the development of implementing legislation.

Issue Campaign Financing
The Florida Association of Counties, The Florida League of Cities, and the Florida 
School Boards Association SUPPORT legislation to modify existing restrictions on 
local governments with respect to advocacy and financing in issue campaigns.
The lack of clarity in existing law has caused legal uncertainty, and the consequent
threat of legal action is preventing local officials from effectively and lawfully 
fulfilling their public duties with respect to issues vital to their communities.  This
collaborative body supports the clarification that local governments and their 
officials can educate and advocate the electorate on statewide ballot issues but 
they are prohibited from appropriating public funds for the sole purpose of 
purchasing political advertisements related to local ballot issues.
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
