School Visit with Legislators
I. Meet in “War Room” with administrators provide legislator with the state checklist for walk throughs
a. Explain data collection process

b. Explain RTI data 

c. Discuss expectations of data collection for teachers

II. Visit principal selected class rooms include a self contained class if possible
a. Show how class size has impacted class rooms (co-teach)

b. Show data collected by teachers

c. Show lesson plans and discuss time it takes to create data driven lessons

d. Highlight the time it takes to test, create data driven lessons, RTI and do all of the checklist requirements that are on the State DA class room walk through list.
e. Have teachers talk to legislators about the state required activities that are time wasters.

f. Discuss amount of time devoted to testing especially in kindergarten (FAIR)
g. While visiting self contained classrooms have the legislator talk to the teacher about the assessments given to students and how SB736 will impact them

III. Wrap up with discussion by administrators
a. Discuss SB736 time requirements for the teacher assessments

b. Discuss SESIR data collection and discipline

c. If applicable, discuss OSP effects on school 

d. Discuss Class size effects on budget 

e. Discuss effects of funding cuts and increased mandates. Highlight the time requirements for mandates.

The goal is to enable the legislators to make a connection with the mandates and burdens created by the state focusing on cost and time constraints. When you leave make sure you thank them and let them know how much of a morale booster it is for the teachers and students to have them visit the schools. It may help to have students meet with them as well. I had one school where the students were our guide. This enabled us to ask the students questions about testing, quality, and safety.
