1.
Research the funding provided to Florida pubic schools from Fiscal 
Year 1996 through fiscal year 2009-2010.

2.
Document the change in dollars provided to support public schools 
over that period of time in current dollars.

3.
Document the legislated operational cost during that period of funding 
class size
reduction requirements placed in the Florida Constitution 
by Florida taxpayers.

4.
Document the changes in public school enrollment over that period of 
time.

5.
Document the real spending reductions that have had to be 
accomplished to maintain a balanced budget, and fund Legislative 
and Constitutional requirements.

6.
Identify what the steps will have to be taken to reduce expenditures to 
conform to currently projected “best case” funding reductions for the 
next two years.

7.
Identify the tax relief that has been granted to Florida taxpayers since 
1999 session of the Florida Legislature.

8.
Identify revenue generated by fund sources currently used for public 
schools.

9.
Identify principles to create tax fairness and economic development 
through reforming the way Florida raises and spends revenue for 
public schools and services. 


(Remember that public school taxes are 
not a burden, they are the 
price of admission to a free society.)


9.1
The responsibility for funding public schools and services 



should be accepted by all Florida citizens and businesses.


9.2.
Revenue sources should come from the broadest possible 


base.



9.3.
Revenue should be as stable and predictable as possible to 


allow public school districts to create sound business plans.


9.4.
All public services should have to compete in the budget market 

place for scarce dollars.

10.
Items for consideration include:


10.1
Abolish all trust funds not supported directly by user fees, 



convert all revenue to general revenue, and require all agencies 

to compete in the budget marketplace.


10.2
If sales taxes are to be the major revenue base for the state, 


then broaden the base as much as possible and adjust the rate 


as required.


10.3
Revisit the major tax relief granted since 1999 in the context of 


creating a broad stable revenue base, and modify the actions 


appropriately.
